Grade 7 Sketchbook Assignments:

Requirements:

* spend an hour minimum on each sketchbook assignment (this does not mean you have to sketch for one hour at one time. It may be spread out over time.
 * if no colour is used there MUST be a lot of shading and multiple value changes within the sketch

 * label each assignment with the sketchbook assignment # and the date it was completed.  (bottom left or right on the front)
*you may do an assignment that does not appear on the list as long as you have OK’d it with me first. Add the title to the list below.
SKETCHBOOK ASSIGNMENT OPTIONS

1. Draw the inside of your room. Remember to include the ceiling, and where the floor and wall meet. This sketch is in 1-point perspective. 
2. Draw what you see underneath a sink…i.e. the bathroom or kitchen sink

3. Draw a detailed picture of your favourite writing or drawing tool. 3-D only. Fill the whole page.
4. Design a poster of your favourite band or group announcing an upcoming tour or CD release Include: date, time, city, price, place (arena etc) band name, title of CD, and a picture.
5. Create a one page comic strip story. No more than 3 characters in your comic. See me for details for this assignment and for special pages.

6. Fill a page with a DESIGN made of lines that never touch one another. Must be in some form of colour not just pencil.

7. Draw a word art. Ie. Icicle would be made of icicles. Melting would look like it is melting. You cannot use these examples.
8. Use repeating patterns of ONE IMAGE (tessellations) to fill a whole page and colour it in. 
9. Create a drawing using one point perspective other than your room.
10.  Re-create a famous artist’s work.

11. Make an advertisement that convinces someone to eat your least favourite food. Must be in colour.
12. Draw a detailed picture of a computer keyboard (3 dimensional form is REQUIRED)

13. Find any form of technology and illustrate it (3 dimensional is REQUIRED).
